The call story of Samuel in today’s First Reading leads us to reflect on our own response to the Lord when He calls us - “Speak, for 
your servant is listening.” The response to Psalm 40, “Here I am, Lord; I come to do your will.” allows us to reflect that it should be 
God’s will and plan engaged more readily. St. Paul, in his letter to the Corinthians, brings us to understand that our body “…is a 
Temple of the Holy Spirit within you …” Also, we belong to God and we are not our own. Therefore, we have a responsibility to 
ensure and safeguard the body from all impurities. Finally in the Gospel, “Look, here is the Lamb of God” is John the Baptist’s way of 
pointing others toward Jesus, that they may go and see … that they may spend time with the Lord who guides and protects and 
draws them ever deeper into the Father’s love. 
 
Thursday and Friday Benediction — Each Thursday and Friday following the 9 am Mass, we offer a time for Adoration of the Blessed 
Sacrament. Immediately following the Mass, Benediction (Blessing) will be offered. Adoration will then continue until 12 noon, when 
the Blessed Sacrament will be reposed (returned to the Tabernacle) by a designated layperson.  
 
Adult Faith Formation — As we continue to live out our Baptismal Commitment in this new year of grace, there are many 
opportunities available to us to renew and strengthen our Faith. In order to assist our Family of Faith here at St. André Bessette 
Parish, we have been granted a year to use Formed.org from the Augustine Institute. Formed.org has many opportunities for all ages 
to grow in our Faith - movies for families, shows for kids, adult faith formation series, etc… We will be sending an email to all 
parishioners with instructions on how to sign up so you can search the Formed.org site.
